SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

= Dr. Hartzell reported that middle and high school Science Olympics teams traveled to Clarion, PA, on
Saturday, March 17" to participate in the PA Science Olympics Northwest regionals. The students competed
against 10 other teams from our area in 23 different science-based challenges. Some events were tests they
had to study for, some were lab activities to be performed, and some were building events for which they had
to build a device ahead of time and then compete against other schools with the devices that they had built.
Both North East teams took second place overall, and many students won medals in their events. Dr. Hartzell
thanked advisors Jonathan Currier and Corey Hansen, and wished the teams the best as they go on to compete
at the state level in Altoona later this month.

University. There were several workshops and tours that included their TV studio, radio station, special
effects, media production, social medial, journalism, and advertisement. Students also had the opportunity to
visit the theatre and the library.
